· A selection committee will choose five people who reflect geographic diversity and diverse perspectives.  The committee will also consider how relevant the conference will be to the applicant’s work. The selection process will consider whether the applicant has been a recipient of an RTNA sponsorship in the past 24 months. Priority will be given to applicants who have not received sponsorship during this period.

· Submit an itemized list of the estimated costs of attending including transportation to and from the event, accommodation, and meals. 
· The selection process will consider whether the applicant has been a recipient of an RTNA sponsorship in the past 24 months. Priority will be given to applicants who have not received sponsorship during this period.
